CFACT is on the cutting edge of todayOs environmental and consumer debate. Working
closely with it sister organization, the Washington DB®ased Committee For A
Constructive Tomorrow; CFACT is an independent,-parfit campus group dedicated

to educating students about a variety of important pulerest issues. The national
CFACT group was foned in 1985. The local University of Minnesota and the Upper
Midwest regional board were founded in 2001. CFAQNIN received a
refuseable/refundable fee for the past six years at the University of Minnesota.

The University of Minnesota, through the Student Services Fees Committee, funds many groups
on campus that provide all or some of the services that CFACT provides. MPIRG is a particular
example of a group funded by the SSFC that has betmitadly at odds, philosophically, with
CFACT. What CFACT offers that is different from the groups that have been receiving SSFC
funds, is the point of view which CFACT approaches similar issues. CFACTOs free market and
technology driven approach to émnmental and other social issues is unigue to the command
and control government regulation focus of other SSFC funded groups. While a student may
receive the same training, education and benefits by joining CFACT or one of the other SSFC
funded groupsthat student may feel uncomfortable putting his/her time and effort behind ideas
that s/he does not agree with. CFACT offers a home to every student who wishes to become
involved with these types of issues, but does not philosophically agree with ¢én&8HC

funded groupsO remedies to these issues.

Collegians for a Constructive Tomorrow is a fpofit, nonpartisan, studemtin advocacy and
education group that gives students the opportunity to participate in the issues, research, and
public policies revolving around environmentalism and other consumer concerns. Students in
CFACT have the opportunity to advocate for freekatsolutions, counter junk science, and
promote economic growth. CFACT also provides an outlet for student activism, student
leadership, and civic education.

BALANCING THE MARKETPLACE OF IDEAS

The SSFC currently allows MPIRG access to the Feeggsatith a Negative Check off system.
MPIRG, while norpartisan, has consistently pursued a philosophy to environmental and public
issues that is rooted laft of centerideology. To date, no group other than CFACT has a
libertarian orconservativehilosophy regarding these issues and has received SSFC funding in
this manner. Up until the Spring semester of 2003, the University of Minnesota had only given
access to one side of the issues. Since that time, both CFACT and MPIRG have engaged in a
debate irthe market place of ideas with distinctly different viewpoints. CFACT brings a free
market and technology driven philosophy that is often at odds with the philosophy of MPIRG.

For the past 6 years both CFACT and MPIRG had access to the negative clieek 6fr the

first three years, the SSFC wisely decided to set the optional fee at the same level and let
students decide the overall budgets of both groups. For the past three years, the SSFC decided to
grant MPIRG a boost by giving them a slightly linég optional fe@®thus blatantly choosing

MPIRGOs side and discriminating against CFACTOs viewpoints and every student who shares
them. This year presents a new challenge as MPIRG got their wish (against the desires of MSA,
GAPSA, CFACT, and the previo®SFCOs) to scrap the optidea and make fee funding for

MPIRG and CFACT mandatory for every student. Because of this change, any difference

between CFACT and MPIRGOs budget must stand a credible test of not being viewpoint biased.
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It is CFACTOs hophat the current SSFC will either-irestitute the optional check off at equal
amounts, or at the very least provide equal mandatory funding to CFACT and MPIRG.

CFACT abides by the University's rules for student organizations. Aryafgag student is
welcome to join. Students attend organization meetings, administer the local chapter, and
organize speaking events, debates, workshops, field tripspi@mnchation campaigns. The

national CFACT makes various research, speakers, and other resources available to the local
CFACT chapters. Local CFACT chapters are under no obligation to use resources provided by
the national CFACT. The money raised in Nesota will stay in Minnesota. The only control
asserted by the national CFACT is over the use of its name.

CFACT will target students who wish to be active in the campus debate concerning
environmental issues and other social concerns from a congeipatspective. Based on

historical evidence, CFACT expects about 25% of registered students to pay the CFACT fee in
20082009, and 100% to pay in 20@910 when the fee becomes mandatory. The whole
campus benefits from CFACT creating campus interiggtrous debate, educational activities,

and student involvement as CFACT and other groups engage each other in a constructive
competition of ideas.

CFACT’s Student Activities

CFACTOs campus educatfmoegram relies principally on a growing legion of collegiate
activists to reach multitudes of their fellow students each year with its exciting, upbeat message.
Typical campus programs will include:

* Ecology AwarenesB Students trek out on educationédds and nature walks, and roll
up their sleeves for a local attitter and other local cleanup programs.

* Environmental Impact Visit® Local recycling centers, power plants, and other
innovative industrial facilities are among the places where CFACTh®exnwisit and
learn.

* LecturesbScientists, public policy experts, and frearket thinkers from near and far
are brought in to discuss and debate hot environmental and consumer topics of the day.

* Campus Outreachto heighten student awareness andginercampus activism,
CFACT members hole regular meetings, distribute fact sheets and newsletters, show
videos, and participate in annual Earth Day events.
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* Monitoring Public Policyb Student activists participate in government meetings at local,
state, naonal, and even international level where important environmental issues are
being deliberated.

The student leaders of the CFACT chapter at the University of Minnesota make all program,
organization, and activity decisions. Activities concerning finaneags, and laws are reviewed
by CFACT staff to ensure legality and compliance to 501c3 tax laws as defined by the IRS.

CFACT’s Internship Program

CFACT began an internship program during the spring semester of 2007. While this program is
new to the Minnesota chapter, a thriving intern program has been in place at the Madison chapter
since 2004. As of this writing, there will be 15 interns during the spring semester eaéning 3
credits. The internships are structured by field and focus. Each iatedetermined a field

such as public relations, marketing, organization building and event planning. The intern then
chooses a focus, which could be a CFACT issue or a specific deliverable. Examples from the
current group of interns includes topics sashacademic grading bias, water resources, hunting
and habitat, free/fair trade, and specific deliverables such as an organizational development plan
and the production of a professional brochure and other marketing materials. The internship
program is suctured to provide instruction with hands on application. The intern will grow in
experience in their specific field by producing tangible accomplishments within their focus.

The CFACT internship program is an exciting opportunity for the internsgndw and learn by
being directly involved and by the community as a whole by the products and programming
provided by the interns.

This represents a significant turning point for the CFACT chapter at the University of Minnesota.
In years past the Minseta chapter has been an events based group that sought to present their
ideas to the campus via the organization of speakers, outings, and other events. Now CFACT
combines these events with the hands on experience of the internship pfbagrdrhe suass

was telling. CFACT noticed a 20% increase in fees participation (that is 20% more students
volunteered to pay the CFACT fee) when the internship was introduced. CFACT clearly found a
need on campus for hands on instruction and successfully filleghthesith the new

programming emphasis.

The internship model was available to be replicated by the successful program at the University
of Wisconsin. The idea is simple, instead of focusing CFACTOs leaders on event planning; they
focus on providing amternship, where in turn the interns provide the programming. This

allows the CFACT leadership to focus only on the larger, more successful programs, prune out
the less successful ones, and allow the interns to create many, smaller, less resource intense
programming. Thus CFACT has largely phased out the middling events in favor of the large
defining events and micro events of the interns.
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This structure provides more direct service and life changing experience for interns, and the
increased volume of itro events is extremely consistent with OTargeting of programs and
services to the largest number of students consistent with the need.O

The fees committee could lower CFACTOs fee by 10% in nmapdeés versus what was
expected in previous years due to the optional nature of the fee. Clearly the Fees Committee
would not do this only to CFACT and not to MPIRG since they uphold the viewpoint neutrality
standards set by the Supreme Court and RE&geRblicy, but if they were to lower both MPIRG
and CFACTOs fee by 10%, than we could expatactivities would have to be scaled back to

fit within the budget. This could mean smaller office space, fewer office hours, and fewer
events. In terms of éhquality of programming, one example of a change would be less
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prestigious and less well known lecturer or debater. Project advertising budgets would also
likely have to be reduced, thus lessening the impact of a CFACT program.

CFACT actually experiencka 45% decrease in funding from the SSFC 3 years ago. CFACT
responded by sharing office space, reducing event costs and number, reducing staff salary, and
shifting other staff expenses to comply with the 30% cap on staff funding. CFACT also shifted
focusfrom events programming to internship programming to save costs and focus resources on
larger, higher profile events. In addition, CFACT abandoned expensive and ineffective Daily
advertisements and put more focus on generating free media and usirfgratkeof free

marketing via emails, Facebook, and alternative publications to promote CFACTOs message.
