Requirements for On Campus Bake Sales
(Must be submitted a minimum of 5 business days before event)

1. Acceptable bake sale foods include items like bars, brownies, cookies, cakes, breads, fruit
pies, doughnuts, etc. Not allowed: cream-filled pastries, éclairs, cream pies, etc.

2. All bake sale items shall be individually wrapped at the original point of preparation.
Items to remain wrapped until sold.

3. Preparation may be completed in a home-type kitchen, with the reminder that only the
bake sale items shall be prepared at this time. Food for individual consumption should
not be prepared at the same time as bake sale items are prepared.

4. Bake sale items shall be transported in a covered container.

5. Individuals conducting the baking and/or wrapping or sale of food shall thoroughly wash
their hands before handling the product. Do not to prepare or package baked items if
experiencing nausea, diarrhea, or vomiting.

6. A sign or placard stating "Homemade/Not Inspected” must be posted at the sale site.
